STEP 1
Lay grill body on its’ side and insert staple anchors into holes in tabs, both sides.

STEP 2

Prepare two foundation holes. Depth of hole may vary due to your location and soil type. Refer to local contractors

for best results. Set grill up—right and place Staple Anchors into prepared holes. Suspend grill with temporary blocks
being sure to hold grill level to ground as shown on page 4.

Before pouring concrete, make sure the grill is level horizontally as well as vertically. Pour concrete to form the
footing and let cure for 48 hours.
